Whilst attending the recent Iona course on accepting and living with 
change, a curious thing happened to me. I was sitting in on a bench in a 
ruined nunnery; it was an ideal spot, warm, gently sunny, no breeze and 
surrounded with wild flowers. I took out my knitting and whilst my fin-
gers were busy, I began to pray. To thank God for this most perfect mo-
ment. Very shortly afterwards, a group of German tourists appeared on a 
nearby path, and began to take photos of the nunnery and of the peculiar 
knitting lady. One lady began calling to me about my knitting, but I didn’t 
understand her, so I smiled and kept going.  She and a translator made 
their way to me, and she explained that I was doing my knitting all 
WRONG! She then took my knitting and proceeded to demonstrate the 
RIGHT way to do it. Naturally, I tried to show her MY right way, but I 
did have a go, and have been trying to master the change in technique ever 
since. It takes concentration, but the different way has merit.  I think it 
will be faster and more efficient, in the end. 

 

Accepting change isn’t always easy, and very often, our first reaction is 
one of resistance. This moment truly felt like a moment of God teaching 
me how I needed to be open to change, not to resist, but to try, to practise 
and to eventually discover that it isn’t so tough. It certainly helps that our 
God has a sense of humour!
